Lance Cpl. Jeremy P. Tamburello, 19, of Denver, Colo., died Nov. 8 from wounds sustained
from an improvised explosive device while conducting combat operations just west of Rutbah,
Iraq. He was assigned to the 1st Light Armor Reconnaissance Battalion, 1st Marine Division, |
Marine Expeditionary Force, Camp Pendleton, Calif.

Sgt. 1st Class Alwyn C. Cashe, 35, of Oviedo, Fla., died on Nov. 8 at Brooke Army Medical
Center, Fort Sam Houston, TX from wounds suffered Oct. 17 in Samarra, Irag. Cashe was on
patrol in a Bradley Fighting Vehicle when an improvised explosive devise detonated near his
vehicle. He was assigned to 1st Battalion, 15th Infantry Regiment, 3rd Infantry Division, based
in Fort Benning, Ga.

Staff Sgt. Michael C. Parrott, 49, of Timnath, Colo., who died in Balad, Irag. He died of
injuries sustained on Nov. 10 in Al Khalidiyah, Iraq, where his M1A1 Abrams tank was attacked
by enemy forces using small arms fire. Parrott was assigned to the Army National Guard's
Joint Forces Headquarters, Cheyenne, Wyo.
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Sgt. Joshua A. Terando, 27, of Morris, lll., who died in Al Tagaddum, Iraq. He died of
injuries sustained on Nov. 10 in Al Khalidiyah, Iraq, where his M1A1 Abrams tank was attacked
by enemy forces using small arms fire. Terando was a Reservist assigned to the Army
National Guard's 2nd Brigade Combat Team, 28th Infantry Division, Washington, Pa.

Sgt. Tyrone L. Chisholm, 27, of Savannah, Ga., died in Tal Afar, Irag, on Nov. 11, when
multiple improvised explosive devices detonated near his M1A2 Abrams Tank. Chisholm was
assigned to the 2nd Squadron, 3rd Armored Cavalry Regiment, Fort Carson, Colo.

Staff Sgt. Stephen J. Sutherland, 33, of West Deptford, N.J., died in Al Qadisiyah, Iraqg, on
Nov. 12, when his Stryker military vehicle accidentally rolled over. Sutherland was assigned to
the 4th Squadron, 14th Cavalry Regiment, 172nd Stryker Brigade Combat Team, Fort
Wainwright, Alaska.

Cpl. Donald E. Fisher Il, 21, of Avon, Mass. Fisher died in Kirkut, Irag, on Nov.11, when his
convoy vehicle was involved in a collision.
