Allen J. Knop, 22, of Willowick, Ohio, died in Baghdad, Irag, on Nov. 23, from non-
combat related injuries. Knop was assigned to the Army's 2" Battalion, 502nd Infantry
Regiment, 2nd Brigade Combat Team, 101st Airborne Division, Fort Campbell, Ky.

Spc. Javier A. Villanueva, 25, of Temple, Texas, died in Al Asad, Irag, on Nov. 24, of injuries
sustained in Hit, Irag, on Nov. 23, when an improvised explosive device detonated near his
dismounted patrol during combat operations. Villanueva was assigned to the Army's 2nd
Squadron, 11th Armored Cavalry Regiment, Fort Irwin, Calif.

Staff Sgt. Steven C. Reynolds, 32, of Jordan, N.Y. Reynolds died in Baghdad, Irag, on Nov.
24, when an improvised explosive device detonated near his HMMWV causing it to flip into a
canal. The Soldier was assigned to the Army's 170th Military Police Company, 504th Military
Police Battalion, 42nd Military Police Brigade, Fort Lewis, Wash.

Staff Sgt. Aram J. Bass, 25, of Niagara Falls, N.Y. Bass died in Baghdad, Irag on Nov. 23,
when his unit came under direct fire during combat operations.

Master Sgt. Brett E. Angus, 40, of St. Paul, Minn., died Nov. 26 from an improvised
explosive device while conducting combat operations against enemy forces in the vicinity of
Camp Tagaddum, Iraq. He was assigned to Marine Wing Support Squadron-372, Marine
Wing Support Group-37, 3rd Marine Aircraft Wing, | Marine Expeditionary Force, Camp
Pendleton, Calif. During Operation Iragi Freedom, his unit was attached to 2nd Marine
Aircraft Wing, Il Marine Expeditionary Force (Forward).

Pfc. Ryan D. Christensen, 22, of Spring Lake Heights, N.J., died at the Medical University
of Charleston in Charleston, S.C., on Nov. 24, of a non-combat related illness identified in
Balad, Irag, on Nov. 10. Christensen was assigned to the 1st Battalion, 64th Armor Regiment,
2nd Brigade Combat Team, 3rd Infantry Division, Fort Stewart, Ga.

Email begins:

Hi (VVIC PERSON),

I am still flabbergasted that you called so quickly. This past year and a half has been very frustrating in "hurry up
and wait" as well as almost getting screwed over many times by the employer, insurance company as well as the
government. Your phone call gave us the shot that we needed to keep on trying. | cannot thank you enough.

| was feeling especially bad as | could go out waste what little money we have on gas and try to find the job that
just ain't there. In other words | was getting really bitchy as | couldn't even get motivated to go out and try to get
a job anyway. It's really bugging me that I'm not bringing in some money. But as VET pointed out, my paperwork
here was helping. | got a good man and now some help for him and me. | was really beginning to feel that | was
a burden to him. I've had ten years of being exploited as free labour since | moved back to CITY. We've got the
highest poverty rates in all of BC and an anal retentive business community that exploits the locals as free labour
(welfare) but hires people from the outside. Your call gave me the boost | needed. Thank you!

| also want to apologize again for having to ask your name so often. But when one thinks about it, It could be
considered your fault. You blew me away with your quick response. I'm not used to that. | was so happy to see
that your website was not going to boggle me down with a lot of crap as well. From what | saw, you tell it the way
it is.

Anyhoo...enough of that! [ finally got to "Hal" and scanned the DD214's. I've never saved in pdf format and
quickly glanced to see if | could figure it out. After a quick glance | decided to send them to you as jpg. | hope
that's okay. If not, | thought that | would extend the invitation to you to call me again (PHONE) and talk me
through the process (training program) to save as a pdf, other wise | may be here all night. (VET) & | are up until
midnight so a call around 10 or so wouldn't be too late.

It's taken me 4 years to quietly convince (VET) that he lay his life on the line for me and thousands others he
never met, he thought he was doing the right thing; he deserves his pension and benefits. It's unfortunate that the
osteoarthritis is picking away at him and that is why he had to give in. (VET) doesn't talk much about his days
with the (SERVICE). When [ first met him he wanted nothing to do with the US of A in any way shape or form.

He was not too pleased with his homecoming parade, shall we say. He won't tell me what his medals are for. All
he says is that he was "in the wrong place at the wrong time and did something really stupid and they rewarded
me for it". |leave it at that.

In closing, | feel | must tell you that | found an old VVIC Quarterly Report, First Quarter 1995. There you are —
(DELETED)! You have been with the group for a long time, haven't you. | believe | heard Bill also request that he
be put on a mailing list or something. | will send a cheque for membership dues In the meantime our address is:
