Patricia’s Canadian Light Infantry battle group.

Airman 1st Class Carl Jerome Ware Jr., 22, of Glassboro, N.J., died July 1, from a non-
combat related cause at Camp Bucca, Iraq. He was assigned to the 15th Security Forces
Squadron, Hickam Air Force Base, Hawaii. The incident is under investigation.

Sgt. Kyle R. Miller, 19, of Willmar, Minn., died on June 29 in Mosul, Irag, when an
improvised explosive device detonated near his convoy. Miller was assigned to the Army
National Guard's Headquarters and Headquarters Battery, 1st Battalion, 125th Field Artillery
Regiment, New Ulm, Minn.

Spc. Collin T. Mason, 20, of Staten Island, N.Y., died in Taji, Iraq, on July 2 when he
encountered indirect fire while manning a checkpoint in his vehicle. Mason was assigned to
the 1st Battalion, 66th Armor Regiment, 1st Brigade Combat Team, 4th Infantry Division, Fort
Hood, TX.

Staff Sgt. Paul S. Pabla, 23, of Fort Wayne, Ind., died on July 3 in Mosul, Iraq, of injuries
sustained from enemy small arms fire during combat operations. Pabla was assigned to the
Army National Guard's 139th Field Artillery, Kempton, Ind.

Sgt. James P. Muldoon, 23, of Bells, Texas, died on June 29 in Balad, Iraq, of injuries
sustained earlier that day in Baquba, Iraq. Muldoon was shot while manning a control point
during combat operations.

Kevin F. Edgin, 31, of Dyersburg, Tenn., died on July 6 in Baghran Valley, Afghanistan,
when his convoy encountered enemy small arms fire. Edgin was assigned to the Army's 87th
Infantry Regiment, 3rd Brigade Combat Team, 10th Mountain Division, Fort Drum, N.Y.

VVIC’s Sergeant At Arms

Hi All:

| am in Kelowna B.C. recovering from a little mishap on the highway. | was
rounding a corner, a tight corner on a two lane highway, and it was tight enough
to make me slow down to about 60 miles per hour and continue to gear down
into the corner. | was well in my own lane and when | saw the pick up in my lane
cutting the corner. | had to take the opposite side of the road or be part of his
grill and a hood ornament. | crashed about 50 mph into a fairly wide deep rock
and gravel ditch on the opposite side of the highway. When the dust settled, the
bike was upside down and had slid down and in the ditch for about forty yards.

Get this, the old boy never stopped and three vehicles that witnessed it, kept
driving by as the dust rose and looked me right in the eyes as they passed by. |
was ten yards from the bike sitting up facing the highway and fairly pissed off. It
was in the middle of nowhere, and fifty miles to a hospital.

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VA health care chief to leave government
Wed Jul 12, 11:40 AMET

The top Veterans Affairs official in charge of health care is leaving for a job in the
private sector, the department said Wednesday.

Jonathan Perlin, VA's undersecretary for health, will step down on Aug. 11.
Perlin, who has been with the VA since 1999 and has held the top health post
since 2004, will become a senior vice president and chief medical officer at HCA
Inc., a Nashville, Tenn.-based hospital company.

"Jon Perlin's dedicated service to our nation's veterans is evidenced by the fact
that VA's health care is now widely recognized as a model for safety, efficiency,
effectiveness and compassion," said VA Secretary Jim Nicholson.

As undersecretary, Perlin pushed the transfer of millions of veterans' medical
records from paper to computer, garnering an innovation award for the
department this week from Harvard University.

His departure comes at a time when the VA is struggling to improve its image
following the high-profile theft of sensitive personal data for 26.5 million veterans
and active-duty troops. The laptop computer and external drive containing that
data have since been recovered, and medical records were not among those
stolen.

Meanwhile, more veterans especially those returning from Irag and Afghanistan
are having post-traumatic stress disorder diagnosed, adding to a backlog at VA
clinics and complaints by some veterans that the VA is too slow to process
benefits claims.

"l am proud that | will leave VA better than it was and with veterans receiving
better care than ever before," Perlin said.
