Senior Chief Mclnnes’ Report on his San Diego Inspection Trip

We spent the past two weeks on a little get away to San Diego. We stayed at the
Navy Lodges at 32nd St, North Island and MCAS Miramar. | was stationed
there at recruit training then school and then three years on two different ships.
We did the normal touristy things like a harbor cruise, a day in the desert, the
Z00, a trip to Tijuana and we went to the graduation ceremony at MCRD.

When | graduated from RTC there was, maybe 300 visitors who watched our
graduation.

There were also lots of seats reserved for reunion members who were holding
reunions in San Diego at that time.

The bleachers, which ran 3/4 of the length of the parade square, were distinctly
annotated with the platoon number and we were told that the platoon would
finally end up there after the march past.

Each platoon was assigned a civilian female signer who signed to the bleachers
everything that was said from the announcer. Each platoon was also assigned a
Cpl or Pfc from the base public affairs office, who was the company cheerleader
and had the bleachers worked up and yelling stuff like--- Platoon 3017 is the best
and we can make more noise than 3018.

The Marine Band started the show marching on to a John Phillip ditty. They
stopped in front of the reviewing stand then a dozen broke out of ranks and did a
few popular tunes and a couple of (today music) stuff. They were excellent.

Then the platoons marched on and the colors were presented. The march past
was next and the bleachers were encouraged to hoop and holler instead of the
usual clapping. The salute was taken by an 89 year old Gunny who had a Sgt on
each side of him in case he fell.
